Couscous
Outcast Falafels
Red Pepper Hummus

Baby Tomatoes

Cucumber

Pitted Kalamata Olives

Fresh Mint

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)

Salt & Pepper

Water

Paper Towel

Boil the keftle. Place the couscous in a bow! with 300ml|
of boiling water. Stir through a drizzle of olive oil and seasoning. Cover
and steam until rehydrated, 5-8 minutes. Fluff with a fork.

Place a pan over medium heat with enough oil to cover
the base. When hot, fry the falafels until golden and crispy, 2-3 minutes
per side. Remove from the pan and drain on paper towel.

While the couscous is on the go, loosen
the hummus with water in 5ml increments until drizzling consistency and
season. Prep the veg as specified in the ingredient table. Combine the
cooked couscous with the halved tomatoes, the diced cucumber, the
halved olives, 2 the chopped mint, a generous drizzle of olive oil, and
seasoning.

Bow! up the loaded couscous, top with the golden
falafels, and drizzle over the hummus. Garnish with the remaining mint.
