Preheat the oven to 200°C. Bring a pot of salted water to a boil for the pasta. Cook
the pasta until al dente, 8-10 minutes. Drain, reserving the pasta water, and toss through a drizzle of
olive oail.

Place a small pot over medium heat with 120g of butter. Once
melted, vigorously whisk in the flour to form a roux. Cook out, 2-3 minutes (stirring constantly). Slowly
whisk in the milk until the sauce thickens slightly. If the béchamel is too thick for your liking, loosen
with the reserved pasta water until desired consistency. Stir through the cream cheese and the cheese
until melted. Remove from the heat and season.

In an oven-proof dish, mix together the pasta, the cheese sauce, and the
garlic. Top with the sun-dried tomato and the tomatoes. Lightly drizzle with oil and bake in the hot oven
until blistered, 15-20 minutes.

Dish up a heaping helping of the caprese mac ‘n cheese. Dollop over
the basil pesto.
