NOMU Moroccan Rub
Free-range Ostrich Chunks
Ciabattini Rolls

Avocado Hummus

Green Leaves

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)
Seasoning (Salt & Pepper)

Water
Butter
Paper Towel

Preheat the oven to 200°C. Spread the potato on a roasting tray. Coat generously in
oil, 2 the NOMU rub, and season. Roast in the hot oven until crispy, 30-35 minutes (shifting halfway).
Alternatively, air fry at 200°C until crispy, 25-30 minutes (shifting halfway).

When the potato has 5-10 minutes to go, place a pan over high heat with a drizzle of
oil and a knob of butter. Pat the ostrich dry with paper towel, coat in the remaining NOMU rub, and
season. When hot, fry the ostrich until browned, 1-2 minutes (shifting occasionally). You may need to
do this step in batches. Remove from the pan, reserving the pan juices.

Halve the ciabattini rolls, and spread butter or oil over the cut-side. Place a pan over medium
heat. When hot, toast the buns, cut-side down, until golden, 1-2 minutes.

Loosen the avocado hummus with a splash of water.

Smear the hummus on the bottom rolls, top with the green leaves, the ostrich,
and the pan juices. Cover with the top rolls and serve alongside the potato fries. Enjoy, Chef!
