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Pumpkin Seeds
Mixed Herbs

Onions

Beef Strips

Baby Tomatoes

Fresh Chillies

Butternut

Kale

Apple Cider Vinegar

Lemon Juice

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)

Water
Blender
Paper Towel

Seasoning (Salt & Pepper)

Preheat the oven to 200°C. Spread out the butternut, and % of the onion on
a roasting tray. Lightly coat in cooking spray and season. Roast in the hot oven until cooked through
and golden, 35-40 minutes (flipping halfway).

Place the pumpkin seeds in a pan over medium heat. Toast until golden brown,
3-4 minutes (shifting occasionally). Remove from the pan and set aside. Rinse, pick and roughly chop
the mixed herbs.

Place the kale in a bowl, lightly coat in cooking spray and seasoning. Using your hands,
massage until softened and coated. When the roast has 10 minutes remaining, scatter over the dressed
kale. Roast for the remaining time.

In a blender, add the vinegar, lemon juice, chilli (to taste), herbs, the
remaining onion (to taste), and a drizzle of water until slightly loosened. Blend until smooth and season.

To the bowl, add the kale, tomatoes, the seeds, and seasoning.

Return the pan to high heat. Pat the beef strips dry with paper towel and lightly
coat in cooking spray. When hot, add the beef strips to the pan and fry until browned, 20-30 seconds
(shifting occasionally). Remove from the pan and season.

Plate up the seared beef, and top with the homemade chimi-style dressing. Side with
the fresh salad, and the roasted veg. Enjoy, Chef!
