Ingredients & Prep Actions:

Serves 3

180g 240g Corn

30g 40g Sliced Pickled Jalapefios

89 10g Fresh Chives

4509 600g Pork Mince

2 2 Onions

45ml 60ml NOMU Mexican Spice Blend

300ml 400ml Tomato Passata

180g 240g Black Beans

6 8 Wheat Flour Tortillas

1509 200g Grated Mozzarella &
Cheddar Cheese

150ml 200ml Sour Cream

From Your Kitchen

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)
Seasoning (Salt & Pepper)
Water
Sugar/Sweetener/Honey
Butter (optional)

Preheat the oven to 200°C. Place a pan over medium-high heat with a drizzle
of oil. When hot, fry the corn until charred, 6-8 minutes (shifting occasionally). Remove from the pan,
mix with the jalapefios (to taste) and the chives. Toss to combine, season, and set aside.

Return the pan to medium-high heat with a drizzle of oil. When hot, fry the mince and
work quickly o break it up as it starts to cook. Fry until browned, 5-6 minutes (shifting occasionally).

Add the onions to the mince and fry until soft and lightly golden, 4-5 minutes
(shifting occasionally). Add the spice blend and fry until fragrant, 1-2 minutes. Stir in the fomato
passata, and 300ml| of water. Simmer until reduced and thickened, 15-20 minutes (stirring
occasionally). In the final 5-6 minutes, mix in the beans. Remove from heat, add a sweetener (to taste)
and seasoning.

Grease a roasting tray or ovenproof dish with a knob of butter or oil. Spread the mince
ragu evenly over the tortillas and roll each one up into a tube. Place on the tray or dish and top with
the cheese. Bake in the hot oven until crisping up and golden, 5-6 minutes.

Plate up the cheesy pork enchiladas and sprinkle over the corn and jalapefio salsa.
Finish with dollops of the sour cream. Tuck in, Chef!
