Ingredients & Prep Actions:

Serves 3

600g 800g Potato

12 strips 16 strips  Streaky Pork Bacon

300g 4009 Peas

180g 240g Chickpeas

90ml 125ml Mayo

90ml 125ml Low Fat Plain Yoghurt
8g 10g Fresh Parsley

From Your Kitchen

Qil (cooking, olive or coconut)
Seasoning (salt & pepper)
Water

Paper Towel

Boil the kettle. Preheat the oven to 200°C. Spread the potato on a roasting tray. Coat
in oil and season. Roast in the hot oven until golden, 30-35 minutes (shifting halfway). Alternatively,
air fry at 200°C until crispy, 20-25 minutes (shifting halfway).

Place a pan over medium-high heat. When hot, add the bacon strips and fry
until browned and crispy, 2-3 minutes per side. Remove from the pan and drain on paper towel. Once
cooled, roughly chop the bacon.

Submerge the peas in boiling water until plump, 2-3 minutes. Drain and set aside.

In a big salad bowl, mix the mayo, yoghurt and V% the parsley together
and season well. Toss the crispy potatoes, peas, V2 the bacon and the chickpeas through the creamy
mayo. Garnish with the remaining parsley and bacon. As simple as that, dinner is served!
