Ingredients & Prep Actions:

Serves 1
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White Basmati Rice

Coconut Flakes

Free-range Chicken Mini
Fillets

Onion

Spice Rub

Spice & All Things Nice Thai
Red Curry Paste

Corn

Créme Fraiche

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)

Water
Paper Towel

Seasoning (salt & pepper)

Place the rice in a pot with 150ml of salted water. Cover with a lid and bring
to a boil. Reduce the heat and simmer until the water has been absorbed, 8-10 minutes. Remove from
the heat and set aside to steam, 8-10 minutes. Fluff with a fork and cover.

Place the coconut flakes in a pan over medium heat. Toast until golden, 2-4
minutes (shifting occasionally). Remove from the pan and set aside.

Return the pan to high heat with a drizzle of oil. Pat the chicken dry with
paper towel, and cut in half. Fry the chicken until golden and cooked through, 1-2 minutes (shifting
occasionally). Remove from the pan, season, and set aside.

Return the pan to medium heat with a drizzle of oil. Fry the onion until
golden, 4-5 minutes (shifting occasionally). In the final minute, add the spicy rub, and the curry paste
(to taste). Fry until fragrant, 1-2 minutes. Add 150ml of water and simmer until reduced, 5-6
minutes. Add the golden chicken and the corn.

Allow the chicken and corn to heat through before removing from the heat. Add
the créme fraiche and seasoning.

Make a bed of the fluffy rice, top with the curry, and scatter over the coconut
flakes. Enjoy!
