Swordfish Fillets

Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)

Butter (optional)

Preheat the oven to 200°C. Spread out the sweet potato
pieces and the onion wedges on a roasting tray. Coat in oil and season.
Roast in the hot oven for 35-40 minutes until cooked through and crisping
up, shifting halfway. In a bowl, coat the pepper slices in a drizzle of oil
and seasoning. Set aside.

While the veg are roasting, roughly chop the drained
olives. Roughly dice the tomatoes. Rinse, pick and roughly chop the
oregano. Drain the feta.

In a bowl, combine the diced tomato, the
chopped olives, ¥4 the chopped oregano, 4 the lemon juice, a drizzle
of oil, and seasoning.

When the roast has 10 minutes remaining,
scatter the dressed green pepper slices over the tray and roast for the
remaining time.

Pat the swordfish fillets dry with paper towel. Coat in the
paprika, a drizzle of oil, and seasoning. Place a pan over medium-high
heat with a drizzle of oil. When hot, fry the fish on one side for 3-4
minutes until crispy and golden. Flip and add a knob of butter (optional).
Fry for 3-4 minutes or until cooked through. You may need to do this step
in batches.

Serve up the roasted veg. Side with
the swordfish drizzled with the remaining lemon juice and topped with
the tapenade-style salsa. Crumble over the drained feta. Garnish with the
remaining chopped oregano. There you have it, Chef!
