Oil (cooking, olive or coconut)

Water

Sugar/Sweetener/Honey

Paper Towel

Seasoning (salt & pepper)

Place a pot over medium heat with a drizzle of oil. Pat the lamb dry with paper towel. When
hot, sear the lamb until browned, 3-4 minutes (shifting occasionally).

Add the onions and the carrot to the pot. Fry until lightly golden, 5-6 minutes (shifting
occasionally). Add the curry spice (to taste), the garlic, and the tomato paste. Fry until fragrant, 3-4
minutes. Add the cooked chopped tomato and 450ml of water. Simmer until thickening and
cooked through, 12-15 minutes. Remove from the heat, add a sweetener (to taste), and season.

Place a clean pan over medium-high heat with enough oil to cover the base. When
hot, shallow fry the poppadoms one at a time, about 30 seconds per side. As soon as the poppadoms
start to curl, use tongs to flip it over. Keep flipping until golden and puffed up. Alternatively, heat the
poppadoms in the microwave until crispy, 20-30 seconds in batches.

Bowl up the Durban lamb curry, sprinkle over the coriander, and side with the
crispy poppadoms. Well done, Chef!
